ABOUT TO MOVE HOUSE?

Vogue

Because of their market, Vogue would include hints and tips on how to move valuable or delicate items, especially clothing. The feature might also include moving stories from fashion related celebrities and designers, with photos of their old and new homes, and explain how best to organise your packing and unpacking.

Guardian

The Guardian would give a practical slant to moving house, and have a general overview as its market is the widest.  A longer feature would have boxes, giving advice on how to pack difficult or unusual items, such as garden plants, and some tips on how best to move with children.

Cosmopolitan

Cosmopolitan is aimed at younger, single women.  Their moving needs will again be different from the readers of the other magazines – they won't have as many posessions to move, and could well be going from one rented house to another.  Because it's likely that a Cosmo reader will be moving for the first time, it could include advice on how to pack, and also whether or not to hire professional movers or a “man with a van”.  The article could also have a shopping guide for 'quick fix' home accessories, and how to brighten up rented accommodation on a budget.

Your Mortgage

Your Mortgage would focus more on the financial and legal aspects of moving.  For many movers, the moving day is also the completion day for the mortgage.  The article may therefore contain a guide on what to do if something goes wrong: for example, what you should do if you are in a chain and your buyer hasn't handed over his deposit.  It could also have a countdown and checklist to the moving day, to explain what should happen and when.

Interiors Magazine

This magazine would focus more on the design and layout of your new home, rather than the technicalities of moving.  It might feature a guide to help you plan out how each room is going to look.  Like Cosmopolitan, it would probably also include a shopping guide, with pictures, on new accessories to buy.  An interiors magazine could include some photos of people's Before and After houses, like Vogue, but with their own stories on how they achieved their new look quickly and easily.    

Parenting Magazine

This magazine could well assume that their readers have moved before, but probably not with children. Its focus would be on how moving house affects young children, and how best to cope with them.  Again, it might include stories and photographs about how other people have successfully moved house with young children, and have boxes with useful tips.
